Virginia Woolf (25 January 1882 – 28 March 1941) was a
prominent English writer and one of the leading
figures of modernist literature.
She was born in London and became known for her
innovative narrative techniques, especially stream of
consciousness.
Her notable works include Mrs Dalloway, To the
Lighthouse, and A Room of One’s Own. Woolf was a
central member of the Bloomsbury Group, an
influential circle of writers and intellectuals.
 She struggled with mental health issues throughout
her life. In 1941, she died by suicide, leaving a lasting
impact on feminist literature and modern fiction.
